Use the generator OUTDOORS in a WELL VENTILATED AREA.

DO NOT CONNECT electrical devices until AFTER the generator 

is started.

If using Propane LPG fuel, open fuel supply on the LP tank.

If using gasoline, make sure unleaded gasoline fuel has been added 

to the tank.

If using Propane LPG fuel, turn ENGINE SWITCH to ON position, 

and Petcock to OFF position.

If using gasoline, turn ENGINE SWITCH to ON postion, and Petcock to ON position.

Move Choke Lever to OUT/OFF position.

Start the generator manually with the Recoil (Pull) Start. 

Once the engine has started, GRADUALLY push the choke lever   

to �IN/ON TO RUN� position. Let the engine run approximately 

5 minutes BEFORE adding appliances or tools.

You can now connect electrical devices.

WARNING: NEVER use a generator inside 

a home or a garage, EVEN IF the doors 

and windows are open. 

ONLY USE OUTSIDE and far away from 

windows, doors and vents leading into an 

enclosed area.
